9. Drought Surcharge Fee

be assessed at 10% to tiers 2, 3 and 4. A Stage 2 drought surcharge will be assessed at 30% to
tiers 2, 3 and 4. A Stage 3 drought surcharge will be assessed at 80% to tiers 2, 3 and 4.

Developers and builders should
contact the District for a determination if there are any “12-inch equivalent” cost due for a particular parcel.
